According to §23 of the Compulsory Education Act. the education provider responsible for supervising 
compulsory education (as defined in Sections 11 and 12 of the Act) and the municipality (as defined 
in Section 14) has the right, notwithstanding confidentiality provisions, to obtain the necessary 
information for carrying out its duties regarding the student’s application, admission, acceptance of a 
study place, start or interruption of studies, and interruption of compulsory education.

The receiving education provider has the right, notwithstanding confidentiality provisions, to obtain 
necessary information related to free education, the student’s compulsory education status, and 
their previous studies and any interruptions from another education provider or the municipality 
responsible for counseling and monitoring education.

When a student transfers to another education provider, the former provider must, without delay 
and notwithstanding confidentiality provisions, provide all information required for organizing the 
student’s education to the new provider. The same information must also be provided upon the 
request of the new provider.
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
